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We investigate the notion of persistent recurrence in unimodal maps. We
use combinatoric tools such as kneading maps and Hofbauer towers to better
understand how persistent recurrence relates to other dynamical properties of
the map. We additionally aim to provide a symbolic characterization of when
the turning point of the unimodal map is persistently recurrent.
